What Can | Expect This Summer?

Academic Enrichment:

Junior Statesmen Summer School courses are intensive and demanding. Classes on all campuses meet six
days a week, Monday through Saturday. Each course meets for a total of 85 hours during the three-week
program.

Each day, you will explore politics and government through your coursework, which is taught by a university
professor, and trough student-run, congressional-style debate workshops. Additionally, our exciting Speakers
Program in New York City will introduce you to leading personalities in government and the media.

The College Experience

Princeton University is an ideal location for The Junior Statesmen Summer School. Living in a university
dormitory, you will make new friends and join a student body that is politically, culturally and geographically
diverse. You will also practice the time management and study skills necessary for success in college.

JSA’s Summer School Community

Each summer, the students, faculty and resident assistants who participate in the Junior Statesmen
Summer School create a unique and vibrant community, one where leadership and friendship, teaching
and mentoring go hand in hand. Getting to know your peers is one of the most exciting and rewarding
aspects of the Junior Statesmen experience.

Playing soccer on the lawn, debating ideas over lunch in the cafeteria, or writing a skit for the Talent
Show . .. each day brings new challenges and opportunities. In 2009, students from 48 states, 7 U.S.
Territories and 12 countries in Europe, Asia, Africa and the Americas attended the program.



Academics

Summer School Curriculum
Core and Advanced Government Course Offerings

At The Junior Statesmen Summer School, the core curriculum is Advanced Placement American
Government. Students take AP American Government during the day and Congtressional Workshop
seminars and debates in the afternoon and some evenings.

At the Princeton session, if you have already taken AP American Government or AP/Honors American
History, you can enroll in one of the following electives: Constitutional Law, International Relations,
War & Diplomacy, or AP Macroeconomics.

If you want to sign up for one of these electives, please be sure you noted your request on your
application. Your acceptance letter lists the classes for which you are currently enrolled. If you would
like to change your course selection, please submit the enclosed Course Change Form. We will let you
know within two weeks of receiving the form if your course change has been approved.

Descriptions of the classes offered at our Princeton session are available on our Web site at www.jsa.org.

Congressional Workshop

In afternoon and evening sessions, Summer School students create and run a legislative body patterned
after the U.S. Congtress. This experience serves as a practical demonstration of the academic curriculum
and a forum for student debate on contemporary public policy.

The program begins with a series of lectures designed to familiarize students with parliamentary
procedure and debate techniques. During the course of the Summer School, you are required to select a
policy issue (the death penalty, for example), write an argumentative brief, argue one side of the issue
before a committee of Summer School faculty, and then lead the debate, for or against, with your peers.
You are also expected to participate as a supporting speaker during other debates.

This exercise requires substantial research and an understanding of current issues. Summer School
faculty participates in two ways: 1) critique and evaluation of your debate and 2) identification of the
areas where your debating and leadership skills can be improved. Your participation is graded and
constitutes a percentage of your final Government grade.

Note: In late May, you will receive a packet of materials, including a preliminary research assighment, to
prepare you for the Congressional Workshop program. This assignment will be due upon your arrival at
Summer School.



Faculty and Staff
The Junior Statesmen Summer School Faculty, Directors and Resident Assistants are drawn from
political science and speech communication programs across the nation. The Faculty are dedicated to
excellence in their own classroom teaching and in the written and oral work of their students. Resident
Assistants are college students, most of whom are graduates of the Summer School and have been active
participants in the year-round Junior State of America program. All are available to the students for
academic help and support around the clock.

High School Credit
Many school districts allow Junior Statesmen Summer School courses to be taken for high school credit.
The classes are each designed to be equivalent to a one semester Advanced Placement or honors course.

If you want to take these courses for credit, you must make the arrangements with your own high school
administration PRIOR to the session. Check online at www.jsa.org/AP for information about credit
and the Advanced Placement designation. If you have additional questions about credit arrangement,
please call the Junior Statesmen office and ask to speak with Jeff Dunn, the Princeton Campus Director,
at (800) 317-9338. At the conclusion of Summer School, and only at your request, an official transcript
with course descriptions will be sent to your high school.

Academic Preparation

Government and Politics Courses and Freshmen Scholars -- Each Summer School student should
come to Princeton with a thorough understanding of current national political issues. In advance of the
Summer School session, please read one or more metropolitan daily newspapers and a news magazine
each week (Note that many of the news sources listed below are accessible via the web).

Weekly news magazines include ! 1" 1#$ . The""

% , and National Public Radio are also great resources for current information and news
analysis. ABC’s "This Week," NBC’s "Meet the Press," CBS’s "Face the Nation,” “Fox News Sunday”
and CNN’s “State of the Union” are also great sources. You might also watch C-SPAN coverage of
Congress.

Additional sources include journals of opinion such as &"( ()& #* + +

others. If you live near a university library (or a large public library), read some recent weekly issues of
the Congressional Quarterly Weekly Report and the National Journal. The former covers Congress and
the latter covers national government issues. Above all, be a critical reader and arrive at Princeton well-
informed.



Other Activities

Speakers Program & Cultural Trip to New York

Your formal course work will be enriched by a high-level Speakers Program focusing on national, state,
and local politics and current issues. You will meet and question state legislators, foreign ambassadors,
campaign managers, lobbyists, and journalists during a trip to New York City.

One Sunday students will have an optional cultural trip to New York City where they can chose from a
variety of activities. Students will be accompanied to major sites and activities by staff or faculty, but will
be given some freedom to eat and sightsee in small groups. These groups will be asked to check in with
our staff throughout the day.

Costs for the cultural day will depend on the activities in which you participate. You should plan on
eating (at your own expense) lunch and dinner in New York. Possible activities in New York that are
$20 and less include visiting the Statue of Liberty and Ellis Island Ferry; the Metropolitan Museum of
Art and Museum of Modern Art. Attending a matinee of a Broadway or off-Broadway show can be
expected to cost $30 or more.

Parents and families are cordially invited to the 70th Annual Graduation Exercises of The Junior
Statesmen Summer School on Thursday morning, August 1, from 10:00 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. The
Graduation Ceremony will include awards to outstanding members of the graduating class, remarks by
the faculty and staff, speeches by students elected by members of the class, and the presentation of
diplomas. Information about the event, a map, and an invitation will be mailed to families during
Summer School.

Students may not leave forwarding addresses once they depart. All mail received for students after they
depart will be returned to senders. Many students who fly to campus ship bedding and other supplies
prior to arrival. You can ship a box (or several boxes) of personal belongings to the campus by UPS
prior to the start of Summer School as long as they arrive no earlier than Wednesday, June 30. Neither
The Junior Statesmen Foundation nor Princeton University will be responsible for lost or damaged
parcels (including computer systems). Insuring valuables is highly recommended.

Although Resident Assistants will assist students with shipping items home, students must assume
responsibility for their own belongings. With staff assistance, students must make their own
arrangements for pick-up and payment, and they must pack their own items. All student items being
shipped home at the end of the session must be shipped before the student departs the campus.



Transportation

BY CAR Please note that parking in Princeton University parking lots is not available and cars are not
permitted on campus (you will be ticketed and towed). The best place to park is on University Place or

Nassau Street at the meters. This is near our dorms.

BY TRAIN Make plans to arrive at the Princeton Train Station. You must take a small one-car train
called the Princeton “Dinkie” to the Princeton campus.

BY PLANE TO NEWARK

All students should fly into Newark, New Jersey. The Junior Statesmen Foundation will provide a
shuttle to the airport between 11:00 am and 5:00 pm on Sunday, July 11" (July 4” for APUSH students).
Students arriving later than 5:00 will need to arrange their own transportation to campus. We strongly
suggest that students do not fly to other airports as will not be able to arrange transportation from
airports other than Newark.

Students should travel round-trip either by air, train, or bus and should arrive at the Princeton Campus
between 11:00 am and 5:00 pm on Sunday, July 11th (July 4th for APUSH students)and depart no earlier
than 3:30 pm on Sunday, August 1. If you are unable to reserve a flight arriving by 5:00 p.m., call the
Junior Statesmen office.

Once you arrive, claim your luggage. A Junior Statesmen staff member will be on-hand between 10:00
a.m. and 5:30 p.m. on July 11th (July 4th for APUSH students)at the United Airlines baggage claim area
at Newark Airport, Terminal A and the Continental Airlines baggage claim in Terminal C (look for the
blue and white Junior Statesmen sign). If you arrive at a different terminal, you can take the inter-
terminal airport train to Terminal A or C. If you are unable to find a Junior Statesmen staff member,
please call the Junior Statesmen Princeton office.

Those arriving outside the suggested time/date guidelines should proceed to Princeton University via the
Olympic Airporter shuttle service, or can ride the New Jersey Transit Northeast Corridor train from the
Newark Airport to Princeton Junction. You then transfer to the “Dinkie” for a short ride to the
Princeton campus. From the Princeton campus train station, walk up University Place to
Holder/Hamilton Hall.

FROM OTHER AIRPORTS, please call our national office for suggestions on travel to campus.
Getting to Princeton from other airports can be difficult and expensive.

Please complete the enclosed Transportation Questionnaire as soon as possible. This form should be
mailed or faxed to The Junior Statesmen Foundation by June 4™. Even if you are traveling by car or bus,
you must complete and return the form so we know how and when to expect you.



Delayed Departures

If your departure from Princeton is delayed | which necessitates you staying longer than
August 1, you will be charged $50 per day for every night you are delayed. This option is for
emergencies only and is not an optional add-on.

All students must complete the enclosed Transportation Questionnaire located at the end of this
packet as soon as possible. This form should be returned to The Junior Statesmen Foundation Office
by June 4, 2010. Even if you are arriving by car you must complete and return the form. According to
our privacy policy, we are not able to give out other students’ contact information to coordinate travel
plans without prior consent. The best way to coordinate travel with a student from your area is through
the Princeton Facebook page: 2010 Junior Statesmen Summer School at Princeton.

Tuition & Scholarships

Tuition covers room and board at Princeton University, chartered bus transportation to New York for
the Speakers Program, textbooks, and all other academic expenses.

The Summer School tuition is $4,500. You may want to create a payment plan that fits your family’s
finances. Your full tuition is due by May 28, 2010.

This is a suggested payment plan. You will not be billed on these dates automatically. You may pay by
check, money order, VISA, MasterCard, Discover, or American Express. If paying by credit card, please
complete the necessary information on the enclosed Tuition Payment Form. To make a credit card
payment by phone, simply call our office at (800) 317-9338.

Additional Costs

The tuition does not cover meals or your chosen cultural activities during the New York Speaker Day
and Cultural Day. In addition, students may also need money for toiletries, school supplies and other
miscellaneous expenses.

Scholarships

The Junior Statesmen Foundation administers a Summer School Scholarship Fund to assist students
who find the tuition to be a barrier to their participation. These funds are donated by Summer School
alumni, businesses, and philanthropic foundations. Junior Statesmen Scholarship decisions are made
throughout the spring.

The Scholarship Committee awards partial scholarships using the following criteria: financial need,
academic excellence, school-year JSA affiliation, demonstrated leadership ability, and evidence that an
applicant is highly motivated to attend. In other words, the Committee is more likely to award a
scholarship to a student who is also trying to raise funds in his/her local community.

Tax-paid members of a Junior State of America (JSA) chapter who attend at least one JSA convention
during the 2009-2010 school-year automatically qualify for a §750 scholarship and membership in the
o+ . The JSA Scholars Program provides financial and administrative support to JSA
members in order to better prepare them for positions of leadership at the chapter, state, and national
levels of the student-run organization. If you are a JSA member, please contact your program director
to notify them about your official acceptance into Summer School. Contact Junior State National
Headquarters at 800-317-9338 if you are not a JSA member, but are interested in starting a JSA chapter
at your school.

Fundraising

Because the demand for Junior Statesmen Scholarships is so great, and because of our commitment to
help as many students as possible, The Junior Statesmen Foundation only gives partial scholarships.
However, each year many students attend the program with a Junior Statesmen Scholarship combined
with locally raised donations and family funds.

Many service clubs, community organizations, businesses and school sources are able to provide
scholarship funds to Junior Statesmen Summer School students. School administrators, teachers, and
local elected leaders ate able to help arrange these scholarships from within a student's community.
Many businesses, such as insurance agents, doctors, attorneys, dentists, funeral homes, sanitation
companies, fast-food restaurants and travel agencies are also willing to support students in their efforts.

If you want help raising local scholarships, please consult the Junior Statesmen step-by-step Fundraising
Manual at our Web site. Members of our staff are also available to offer advice to students who are raising
money. If any service clubs, other organizations, family or friends are making a contribution in your name,
they can mail the check directly to the Junior Statesmen office with a note indicating that you raised the
money. These contributions are not tax deductible.

A great tool for fundraising is to have a Personal Fundraising Page. Your Personal Fundraising Page
Account lets you create your own fundraising page, set fundraising goals, and send emails to prospective
sponsors. To start your own page, go to www.jsa.kintera.org.

Overpayment and Refund Policy

Notification must be in writing

Before June 25
A $50 nonrefundable processing fee and, in accordance with federal tax laws, any community-raised
scholarship contributions are not refundable. All other payments will be refunded.

After June 25
No payments will be refunded after June 25.

If you have overpaid, we will be happy to refund the excess amount you and your parents have paid
toward your tuition. Requests for refunds must be made in writing. In accordance with IRS
regulations, community-raised monies cannot be refunded.

Refunds will not be given to students who choose to withdraw from the program once it has begun.
Refunds will not be given to students who are sent home due to ill health or for serious violation of the
rules and regulations of The Junior Statesmen Summer School, Princeton University, or public law.



Campus Life

Domitories

Students are typically housed in suites of one and two bedrooms with a common room for studying and
relaxing. There will be two students per bedroom. All entryways are single sex. Restroom facilities are

communal but may not be on the floor on which you are housed. All housing facilities are separated by

gender.

Students in the Junior Statesmen Summer School are tentatively scheduled to be housed in Princeton’s
Holder, Hamilton, Joline, and Campbell dorms. An Interactive Campus Map can be found at
http:/ /www.ptinceton.edu/%7Epumap/.

+ , * ! , ! I The campus can be hot and humid in
the summer. For this reason, we recommend that students bring either a fan or purchase one
upon their arrival in Princeton.

Roommate selections are done in advance of the session, and housing decisions are made to enhance a
student’s Summer School experience. For example, students are usually housed near other students in
their classes so that they can study for exams or work on group projects together. Students may request
to be roomed with someone they already know. In order to honor these requests, we must receive them
in writing from both students by June 4, 2010 (see attached Roommate Request Form).

Students, staff and faculty eat their meals together in the University Dining Hall. Three meals are served
daily. The first meal of the program will be dinner on Sunday, July 11 (July 4" for APUSH students).
The last meal provided will be breakfast on Sunday, August 1.

Summer School students use classrooms on the Princeton campus and, per the rules of the University,
will also have supervised access to the Princeton Library.

Students have very limited access to athletic facilities as Princeton and should not expect to use the
weight room or swimming pool. The Junior Statesmen Summer School is an intensive academic
program so students should realize that their recreational time will be limited.

Key Deposit

Princeton University requires a $70 key and security deposit from every student. If you lose your
room key, it will cost the University $50 to re-key dorm locks. If you lose your magnetic access key or
meal card, the University will charge a $15 or $5 replacement fee, respectively. Any dorm damage or
library fines will also be taken out of this security deposit.

Please bring a $70 key and security deposit check made payable to Princeton University at
registration on July 11th (July 4th for APUSH students). Please do not bring cash for the
deposit. + ,t, 1$ !only! ! 1 You
will need to provide a second key deposit check before new keys are issued to you.

If you do NOT lose your keys, your original check will be returned to you at the end of the program.



Linen

No linen will be provided. Students must bring their own twin extra long bed sheets, pillow,
pillowcase, blanket, wash cloth and towels. You should also bring your own coat hangers, a fan, and an
alarm clock.

Laundry

Pack enough clothing so that washing is necessary only once per week. Summer School students wash
and dry their own sheets and clothing in the laundry. Washers and dryers are free, but are limited.
Detergent may be purchased in the U-Store, and we recommend that students share detergent with their
roommates. If you need to iron, you must supply your own. We suggest a small traveling iron, if you
have one. Ideally, students should bring permanent press clothing which requires no ironing.

Spending Money

Please do not bring a large amount of cash to Summer School. We strongly recommend that you bring
an ATM card. Personal checks or money orders cannot be cashed by the Summer School office or by
Princeton University.

There are ATM machines located on campus at the Frist Student Center and off-campus on Nassau
Street. Many families have found it convenient, and safest, to allow students to draw small amounts of
money from an ATM or as a credit card advance at a local bank, as needed. If at all possible, this option
is highly recommended. The closest banks to campus are PNC and Bank of America.

Items not covered by tuition include personal items, phone calls, photocopying, internet access,
stationery supplies, school supplies (other than textbooks), snacks, recreational activities students choose
to attend (e.g., movies), and replacement of lost meal cards, library books or room keys. Students also
should have their own money for meals in New York during the Speakers Program and Cultural Day
(lunch & dinner).

We recommend $200 — 250 in spending money for the entire program. There is one cultural trip to
New York City. You will be responsible for your transportation (about $20), and you will need to bring
an additional $50 - $100 for food and any activities or tours that you choose to take.

Religious Services

Each student can easily make arrangements to attend the religious services of his/her choice.
Frequently, Summer School students attend services together. Catholic, Jewish, and Protestant services
are held within walking distance of the Princeton campus during the summer. Transportation to
religious services held off campus must be arranged by the student with assistance from Summer School
administrators, and students must have written parental permission to be transported off campus for
religious services.



Clothing

Informal clothing is the rule on campus. Casual clothing includes shorts and jeans. Shoes must be worn
to class and in the dining room. Princeton weather in the summer can be very warm and rainy. We
suggest that you bring lightweight, comfortable, and easy-to-care-for clothing.

There are several occasions when you will be asked to wear more formal clothing. On our Speakers Day
in New York and for Graduation, we ask men to wear slacks, shirts, and ties; women are asked to wear
business attire or dresses. The evening before graduation, Summer School students usually dress up for
a party and dance.

What To Bring?

This list will help you start packing for the Princeton Summer School. You should add to this list the
items that will make your month-long stay in the residence hall more comfortable. You may want to
ship bedding and other supplies to campus before the program starts.

1. Sheets for a twin (extra long) bed and a blanket

2. Pillow and a pillowcase

3. Towels, hand towels, washcloths, soap

4. An alarm clock

5. A computer and printer (if possible)

dorms)

14. Personal items (toothbrush, toothpaste, deodorant, personal medication, etc.)

15. Spending money (meals off campus and in New York, recreation activities in New York,
souvenirs)

What Else Should | Bring?

Please bring a dictionary, thesaurus, printing paper, and any other school supplies you normally use.
Consider bringing your own study lamp; some rooms have poor lighting.

During the summer session, we will be holding a Talent Show. We have found that Summer School
students are very gifted and that they enjoy having the opportunity to share their special talents with
others. If you have special music or a costume, bring them with you.

Pack items that will make a month's stay more comfortable. Do NOT bring a television! Do not bring
any expensive items that you cannot afford to replace. Neither Princeton University nor The Junior
Statesmen Foundation can assume responsibility for your personal belongings.

If you bring a radio or MP3 player, you must also bring earphones. Princeton University and The Junior
Statesmen Summer School rules prohibit the playing of loud music at any time AND prohibit the playing of
radios after 11:00 p.m.

Computers, Intemet, Telephones

Summer School term papers and other assignments must be typed. The Summer School has arranged to
have a few computers and printers available to students for BRIEF use. However, there will be heavy
demand for these machines, they will not be available for extensive word processing, and they are not
accessible after curfew. Therefore, it is strongly suggested that you either bring a computer or
rent one for the month. Some high schools may have laptops that students can borrow for the session.
Computers should be insured against loss, damage or theft. The Junior Statesmen
Foundation/Princeton University will not be responsible for your electronic equipment or other
personal property.

Make sure that all computers (including rented ones) have updated anti-virus software installed.
You will not be able to access the internet if you do not have anti-virus software.

Rental computers/printers should be delivered after you atrive at Princeton (Monday, July 12 - July 5 for

Internet Access

Each dorm suite is equipped with a data port. If you have a network card in your computer, you are
eligible to access Princeton University’s fiber optic Internet connection with an Ethernet cord. Princeton
charges $30 for this service and will take orders for internet connections during registration on July
11th (July 4th for APUSH students). You can also send the internet form to the Junior Statesmen office
with the $30 before June 4, 2010. This form will be sent to you later in the spring. Princeton will only
accept a check or money order, so please do not send or bring cash for this service. Students will not be
allowed to purchase internet access after July 18. If you are renting a computer, please ask the company to
provide you with the Ethernet address. Service will begin after Princeton enters your Ethernet address into
their Dormnet system. Please note that this may take several days—DO NOT expect to have
internet access right away. Incorrect addresses and lack of adequate virus protection will delay your
Ethernet access. Your Ethernet access will be turned off if you violate Dormnet rules.

We have had past students violate Dormnet rules which include illegal downloading of songs and
material. If you do so, Princeton will immediately suspend your internet use with no refund. Itis your
responsibility to read and honor the Dormnet contract.

If you are bringing your own computer, you should bring all paperwork and registration
information for the network card. If you are using Ethernet, you will NEED an Ethernet cord.
You can also access the internet via wireless connection. Students are required to pay the $30
internet fee whether they are using the data port or the wireless connection.

If students subscribe to an internet server with access numbers in the Princeton, New Jersey area (such
as AOL), they can also get modem access through the phone line in their dorm room (see section below
on Telephones). Please remember that there is only one phone line per room, which may be shared by
up to four students. Students using dial-up service do not have access to the Princeton Internet
Network.

Telephones

During the session, parents can reach The Junior Statesmen Summer School Princeton office. The
phone number will be provided at a later date. Prior to this, please call the National Office, (800) 317-
9338, with any Summer School questions.

The Summer School offices including the . &ll, 3 + 7+ &ll, and &ll, at
Princeton will be open Monday through Sunday, 7:30 a.m. - 11:00 p.m. Eastern Standard Time.
Messages can be left for students at these numbers; they will be posted on a central bulletin board, and it
will be the responsibility of students to check this board regularly. Students cannot be reached
directly at this line.

For personal calls, we recommend that students bring and use a cell phone if you have one. There is
also a single phone jack in each dorm room. You will need to bring your own phone for this service.
This service allows you to receive calls and make local calls. Long distance calls can be made only by
using a calling card, and collect calls cannot be accepted.



Health and Supervision

Required Forms

All students enrolled in The Junior Statesmen Summer Programs must submit medical forms,
physician’s signature and proof of medical insurance through the duration of the program. Students
who have not submitted medical forms and proof of insurance will not be able to participate. The forms
contain information that will help us treat your child and reach you in the event of an emergency.

The medical forms and physician’s signature page must be received by June 4" and can be based on a
physical conducted by said physician in the last two years (from the starting date of the program).

Please photo copy (both sides) of your child’s medical insurance card and submit to with your medical
forms.

Medical Insurance
If students do not have medical insurance (underwritten by a United States company), short-term
coverage must be purchased for the duration of the program. The Junior Statesmen Foundation does
not endorse or recommend any particular insurance agency or company. However, we have provided
information about two insurance companies who may be able to offer a short-term policy below.

Health Services
Should a Summer School student become ill or injured during the month, urgent medical treatment is
available 24-hours a day at the Princeton Community Health Services Hospital on a fee-for-service basis.
Payment must be made at the time of the visit.

Parents or guardians are always notified in the event of a medical emergency. If you are treated at the
Princeton Hospital, their office personnel will be happy to fill out the insurance claim form so that your
parents will be reimbursed for the cost of your medical treatment.

Important Policies
Supervision of Students

The Summer School Director and Resident Assistants reside in the dormitories with Summer School
students. They are available 24 hours a day, and are responsible for the health, safety, and supervision of
the students. Faculty and staff members also actively participate in the non-academic aspects of the
program, including recreation, dances, the Talent Show and off-campus excursions.

Community Guidelines

The Junior Statesmen Summer School students and staff live in a supportive, family-like environment,
and the success of the program requires the cooperation of everyone involved. In order to afford all
participants the most beneficial and enjoyable experience, we require that certain minimum standards of
conduct be observed.

Our experience has shown that a prior understanding of these standards by students and families
contributes to a more effective learning experience. Each student and their parents/guardians should
review the rules listed below prior to signing the enclosed Permission Form and Student Statement.



Junior Statesmen Summer School Rules

1. Students must abide by all rules established by the Junior Statesmen Foundation, the Summer School
Director, Princeton University, and all local, state and federal laws.

2. Students must be in their own residence hall at 10:00 p.m. and may not leave thereafter. There will be
a dorm meeting each night at this time when students much check in with their Resident Advisor.

3. Curfew will be at 11:00 p.m., or as announced by the Summer School Director. After curfew,
students must be in their own rooms either quietly studying or sleeping. Students may not leave their
dormitory floor after curfew.

4. No smoking or use of other tobacco products is allowed.

5. The use of alcohol or illegal drugs is not permitted. Students may not use prescription drugs not
prescribed for them by a physician.

6. The use of Princeton University and Speakers Program facilities is a privilege. Students must conduct
themselves in a mature and respectful fashion and must not do anything to damage the reputation of the
Junior Statesmen program. Students who recklessly or maliciously damage these facilities, or the
property of others, will be held liable, financially responsible and may be subject to expulsion.

7. Harassment, sexual or otherwise, of any student, faculty or staff person will not be permitted.

8. Students must attend all classes and activities, unless they are ill. If a student is too ill to attend class,
a staff member must be notified. If necessary, the student will be taken to the Health Services facility for
care. Because of the pace of the program and the amount of work covered in each classroom hour, a
student may be sent home if he/she becomes ill and misses more than three classes.

9. Cheating on exams or committing plagiarism on written assignments or speeches will not be
tolerated. Students caught cheating or plagiarizing may fail their course and may be expelled from the
program. Plagiarism includes, but is not limited to, copying non-original work without attribution. All
work for term papers, essays and speeches must be the student’s original work done during the program
and not in advance of the program.

10. Each student entryway is segregated by gender. Students are not allowed on the floors, entryways,
or in the rooms of members of the opposite sex.

11. General Conduct Rules in the dorm and in other facilities: Students must respect the privacy of
their dorm mates. Loud noise will not be tolerated at any time. Quiet time throughout the University is
11:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m. on weekdays, and 1:00 a.m. to 8:00 a.m. on weekends.

No wrestling or horseplay will be allowed in the dorm. Students may not throw anything out of their
dorm windows. No pranks will be allowed—especially any pranks that may cause damage to rooms or
their contents or to the well-being or other students, staff, or faculty. Squirt guns, water balloons, and
other water-related toys are not allowed. Shaving cream, mud, toothpaste and food fights are not
allowed.

Students may not play with fire extinguishers or fire alarms. If they cause unnecessary discharge of a fire
extinguisher or activation of a fire alarm, they will be fined by the University and sent home by the
Junior Statesmen Foundation.



12. Students are responsible for keeping their floor and room in good condition. Students will be
assessed the cost of any damage or theft and will not be allowed to graduate or receive academic credit
until all charges are paid.

13. Students may not bring a car or other motor vehicle to campus. Students may not drive a motor
vehicle, or ride in a motor vehicle driven by a minor, at any time during the Summer School. They may
not ride in a motor vehicle driven by an adult without first obtaining the explicit permission of the
Summer School Director.

14. Students will not be permitted to leave campus without permission. They may not leave with a
relative (other than a parent or legal guardian) or any other adult unless written permission is received
from their parents or guardian, in advance.

15. Students are not allowed to receive outside visitors without the Director’s permission. After
registration on the first day, parents of the opposite sex may not enter a student’s room or entryway
without permission of the Director. Students may not invite visitors into their dorm and may not
associate with anyone not officially part of the Junior Statesmen Summer School program. This includes
other student groups on campus.

16. Any photographs taken by Princeton University or Junior Statesmen staff and photographers during
the Summer School may be used in Summer School promotional materials.

17. Students are also expected to conform to all other rules as announced by the Director or Assistant
Director during the course of the program.

If a student violates the rules, his/het patents or guardian will be notified. If the violation is setious, the
student will be sent home immediately with no tuition refund and no academic credit. Even if the viola-
tion occurs at the end of the session, the student will not be allowed to graduate or receive academic
credit.

In rare instances, a student may be sent home for academic failure due to lack of effort, failure to
complete academic assignments, or absence from class, Speakers Programs or Congressional Workshop
sessions.

Visitors and Personal Trips Off-Campus

The Junior Statesmen Summer School is an intense, accelerated academic program. Since academic
work occupies much of your time, visitors, other than parents, are not allowed except on Sundays.
Parents are allowed to visit anytime, but are encouraged to keep these visits to a minimum.

Students may not leave campus with relatives or other adults unless their parents or guardian give
specific written permission prior to the program. Written permission must include the name of the
person with whom the student will be leaving and the signature of the parent or guardian. The student
and the visitor must check out with the Campus Director (or their designee) before leaving and must
also check-in upon returning.
